1 PSA Archive Interoperability update (JS)

JS reported new version of the PSA interoperability subsystem (PAIO), including some features for internal use. In particular, this new version allows the download of datasets at release level, so the big datasets can be easier downloaded.

JS: investigation started about the use of pagination in this kind of protocol definition and in general, to include them in the PDAP definition.

SK and DC commented some inputs can be sent by PDS about how they include pagination info in the output, in particular the number of records is included in the normal OODT response protocol.

2 Report on PDAP implementation status on PDS infrastructure

SK reported the new service to GRS data. Local service at university, identical functionalities.

JS to send to the list questions about the service, in particular about geometrical output fields. About how to publish big datasets (the GRS datasets download page is a html page), a new thread will be started at the forum. One possible solution pointed by SH in the first meeting was to point to top level of a ftp area containing the dataset.

3 PSA-ESTEC client prototype. Status and maintenance

JZ reported Marta Castro has finished her contract and she will prepare documentation and a version of the PSA-ESTEC map client. Not immediate replacement for these tasks. Some problems found using the map client. 

-  GRS VOTable presents problems to be parsed. SK and JS will check the response.

- Performance problems accessing both PSA and PDS servers. SK: normal time ~ 3 seconds. JS will check at PSA side if the performance can be improved. SK pointed maximum time could be included in the protocol definition.

4 PDAP document update
 PO reported first version of the PDAP protocol specification sent by PO and JS. This version includes both input parameters and valid output fields, and it also includes the specification to access images, i.e., geometrical input and footprint polygon definitions.

All protocol related discussions will be followed in the forum and the comments will reference to the document version.
