IPDA Registries Definition [Dan Crichton (NASA/JPL; dan.crichton@jpl.nasa.gov)]

The IPDA Registries Definition Project identified the needs for definition and use of a set of registries within the IPDA. This included the ability to register services, standard data elements for an IPDA data dictionary, along with the registration of data products for the purpose of sharing.  A conceptual architecture and document was produced to identify these needs and to ensure that it integrated with IPDA activities. Similarly, the NASA PDS is working to develop a registry service for its next generation implementation of PDS called “PDS4”.  This is very timely since the next step within the IPDA is to development the implementation of a registry service with the focus initially being on service registries.  The IPDA and PDS are working closely together to ensure alignment and reuse of the PDS implementation.  During the 2010-2011 year, team members will work on the implementation and the registration of services which will be demonstrated at the 2011 Steering Committee.
