 Work Carried out: As a beginning IPDA Level-1 to Level-4 requirements were taken as basis and from there the standards identification with respect to the relevant requirement is started. The following standards are identified:

Committee met through a teleconference on April 29, 2010 to discuss the above inputs along with a draft “IPDA Standards Policy”, prepared by one of the members of team Dan Crichton. The policy statement addresses the IPDA Standards Compliance for New Data Providers and Archivists including IPDA compliance definition. This basically provides a checklist for the new data sets to be compliant with IPDA standards. The checklist is prepared based on the NASA Planetary Science Data Standards, version 3, the de facto standard at the founding of the IPDA. Detailed comments were prepared and sent on the policy document prior to the teleconference. The comments include pointing out the specific differences between PDS and PSA implementations and their validation procedures, also to be addressed as part of this statement.

After the detailed discussions and further exchange of ideas through emails between the team members, the policy statement was finalized and uploaded to IPDA website.   Some of the IPDA requirements are also addressed through this policy statement.  
However the details of other standards are still to be worked out. During this project period, basic frame work is established to identify the IPDA standards for various requirements of IPDA as well as data compliance. Further these are to be described and documented and are to be provided to IPDA community through website, so that they can form as reference.
